This is a hands-on coaching role based at triathlonscotland’s Performance Centre at Stirling University. The post holder will primarily develop the performance levels of athletes selected to the talent and potential squads, building a platform for performers aspiring to 2012 Olympic and 2014 Commonwealth selection.  Additionally, the post holder will support GB performers based in Scotland and dovetail with the British Triathlon World Class Performance Programme.  

At an operational level, the National Performance Development Coach will work alongside triathlonscotland’s General Manager, Development Manager, the Stirling University Scholarship Coach and a network of volunteer squad/club coaches,

The triathlonscotland General Manager will support the National Performance Development Coach in day-to-day programme management and administration and will coordinate the performance management group.  Performance strategy will be lead by the triathlonscotland Performance Director, a voluntary Executive position.

The post holder is employed on an “all hours worked” contract for which a 20% allowance is included in the full time salary. Reasonable travel, accommodation and administrative expenses incurred in carrying out this position are reimbursed in line with triathlonscotland’s expense policy.
